Plastering- fixing of plasterboards and plastering/skimming surfaces

A lack of plasterers is emerging as one of the biggest obstacles to overcoming Britain’s acute shortage of housing. The swift recovery in house building has exposed a scarcity of people with the requisite skills. Plastering is a very skilled trade, and pupils will be given hands on experience of this skill during the workshops at Erdington Skills Centre. The course covers how to prepare background surfaces and how to apply plaster.

The programme provides comprehensive practical skills training and assessment with associated construction theory in safe working practices and building methods.

This is a practical course aimed at learners seeking to gain basic construction skills. Achievement is measured by the completion of a portfolio of evidence.
